Abstract: In 2024, research achievements on Thailand in the fields of philosophy and social sciences from China and Thai-
land, including papers, books, journals and periodicals, were characterized by diverse themes, broad coverage, a focus on hot top-
ics and strong cooperation.

Research across these multiple fields provides a com-
prehensive overview of Thailand's development, offering valuable insights for various sectors of society seeking a deeper under-
standing of the nation. Concurrently, systematically organizing research topics related to Thailand by both Chinese and interna-
tional scholars in 2024 will help identify prevailing hotspots and cutting-edge issues in Thai studies. This endeavor aims to sum-
marize both the strengths and weaknesses of existing research, thereby providing a thorough reference for future studies on Thai-
land and contributing significantly to regional studies.
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
